These are the MINIMUM specifications for an 18 ft Heavy Duty Trailer to be used in the
collection and hauling of bulk trash, limbs, brush, leaves, building materials, etc., or any other
materials. Materials, workmanship, design and capacities are being specified for a piece of
equipment that will be required to do a certain job.

Current trailers are 18 foot in length with an average body floor height of 34" from the ground at
the center line of the wheel of the

1. Eighteen (18) foot body length.

2. Main trailer frame to be two (2) fourteen (14) inch wide [-beams,
twenty-two (22) pounds per foot with adequate cross members.
Cross members to be 411 x 1/4" structural channel 5.4 pounds per foot.

3. Suspension to have one (1) 22,500-pound capacity. Axle with a total
axle and spring capacity of 22,500 pounds.

4. Dual wheels with eight (8) lugs and four (4) tires, size 235/17.5R,
16ply radials

5.Tire size 235/75R 17.5

6. ABS equipped. Trailer must be equipped with anti-lock brakes
system as required by Federal Regulation pertaining to Air Brakes.

7. Body of Trailer to be constructed with five (5) inch structural
channel main sills and four (4) inch structural channel cross sills. Cross
sills to place on 16” centers. Body of floor to be built with %™ plate,
floor to be formed over and under the ends of cross sills. Body inside
width to be 88” inches and overall width not to exceed eight (8) feet.

8. Body sides to be constructed with 11- gauge sheet metal. Sides Stakes
to be 1/8% structural tubing on 24” centers. Body sides to have 11 gauge
formed channel at top of sides. Side stakes interconnected and welded to.
top rail. Side to be continuous welded to floor. Body headboard to be
constructed of 11- gauge sheet metal with 11 gauge formed stakes and

Door latching mechanism shall be such that the handle of the latch is
no greater than 30 inches from the floor of the trailer and no less than
24 inches from the floor of the trailer

To hold the doors open when dumping the Trailer is to be equipped with a
chain with a hook 2” insides diameter and a metal ring on the door at

12. Trailer to have hydraulic operated jack stand with a minimum
of 20-inch stroke.

13. Trailer to be equipped with lights to meet all state and federal
safety standards. All wiring to be protected with metal tubing.

Two taillights (2" x 6") to be mounted in rubber cushions with the
rear posts of trailer. Two amber LED flashing lights (2" x 6") with.
seven flash patterns will be mounted in rubber cushions in rear posts
at top of the trailer

Two [ x3 white LED strobe lights mounted in lower
part of rear posts.

There shall be an electrical quick disconnect at the
frame of the trailer with 6 prongs to fix existing connections
used by the City.

14. Trailer to be equipped with a two (2) bank hydraulic valve to
control hoist and jack leg stand. Jack stand hoist must be able to
lift loaded trailer for disconnection or connection to truck.




SPECIFICATIONS

There shall be a spin on hydraulic fluid filter placed in-line between
the flexible hydraulic hose to the towing truck and the two (2) bank
hydraulic valve. This filter shall be inside between the structural steel
channels of the tongue, protected from road debris and debris being
loaded into the trailer

15. Trailer to be equipped with flexible hydraulic hose with quick
disconnects and heavy-duty wiring harness with quick disconnect
for connection of towing vehicles. Quick disconnects located at
hitch point.

There shall be mounted on the trailer tongue two (2) tubes for storage of
hydraulic hoses when not connected or in use. These tubes shall be 2 inches
in diameter; 8 inches long attached to the outside of the trailer tongue. The
tubes shall be open on one end and have two (2) bars across the other end
to keep the hose connectors from falling through. The tube shall not be
sealed to allow water and debris to fall through

16. Trailer to have heavy duty tongue with four (4) five (5) inch
structural channel and equipped with safety chains.

Trailer tongue shall have a hitch consisting of a drawbar eye or
lunette ring for connecting to the Pintle hitch on the towing unit
used by the City of Mobile. The drawbar eye or lunette ring shall be
fixed with no swivel

17. Trailer to be equipped with a 12” x 12" basket the width of
trailer 12" from the top of trailer to store tarp.

The basket will be made of angle iron and expanded metal.
The basket sides and bottom shall NOT be made of solid metal.

18. Tarp cover tie down points, there shall be 2 rows of steel

rods sized to 5/8" diameter with 2 rows of the 5/8" diameter rods
per side with the bottom rod 10" from the top of the floor and the
upper or top rod 28" from the top of the floor. These rods will run
the length of the trailer from the front to the rear. There will be
no tarp anchor on the front or rear of the trailer

19. All metal to be properly cleaned, primed, and
painted one standard color. Color is City of Mobile Green.,
