Bonds must be issued by a Surety licensed to do business in the State of Alabama
and must be signed or countersigned by a licensed resident agent of the State of
Alabama. If the project cost is more than $50,000.00 the Surety must have a
minimum rating of A/Class VI as reported by the latest issue of Best's Key Rating
Guide Property-Casualty published by Alfred M. Best Company, Inc.

Power of Attorney is requited for all Bonds.

5. EXAMINATION OF DOCUMENTS AND SITE OF THE WORK:

It is the intent of the City to awatd a Contract to the lowest tesponsible and
responsive Bidder provided the Bid has been submitted in accordance with the
requirements of the Bidding Documents and does not exceed the funds available
The City shall have the right to waive informalities and irregularities in a Bid received
and to accept the Bid which, in the City’s judgment, is in the City’s best interest. The
City also reserves the right to reject a Bidder who has previously failed to perform
propetly or complete work in a timely mannet; complete contracts of a similar
nature; or a Bidder who is not, in the judgement of the City, in a position to perform
the contract.

The awatd shall be based on the lowest Total Base Bid as listed on the Bid Form.

9. PROOF OF COMPETENCY OF BIDDER:

A.

Bidders may be required to furnish evidence satisfactoty to the City of Mobile that
they have sufficient means and experience in the types of work called for to assure
the completion of the Contract in a satisfactory manner.

10. SIGNING OF CONTRACT:

The Standard Service Contract Agreement Between City of Mobile and Service
Contractor included hetein shall serve as the Agreement between the City and
Service Contractor.

The Bidder to whom the Contract is awarded shall, within ten (10) calendar days
of receiving the Contract Forms, propetly execute and deliver to the Service
Contract Administrator, the following items with the signed Agteement;
failure to do so within this timeframe may cause the City of Mobile to teject
the award and proceed with the next highest biddet:

Failure or tefusal to sign the Agreement ot to provide the Bond, Certificates of
Insurance in a form satisfactory to the City of Mobile, E-Verify verification, or other
requited documentation, shall subject the Bidder to immediate fotfeiture of Bid
Bond or Bid Check.

11. SOCIALLY AND ECONOMICALLY DISADVANTAGED EMPLOYMENT:

Service Conttactor shall comply with all Federal, State and local laws concerning
nondisctimination, including but not limited to City of Mobile Ordinance No. 14-
034 which requites, znter alia, that all contractors petforming wotk for the City of
Mobile not discriminate on the basis of race, creed, colot, national origin ot
disability, require that all subcontractors they engage do the same, and make every
reasonable effort to assure that fifteen (15%) petcent of the work performed under
contract be awarded to socially and economically disadvantaged individuals and
business entities, see attached Subcontracting & Major Supplier Plan.

AMERICANS WITH DISABILITIES ACT (ADA):
A. Bidders shall comply with the provisions of the Americans with Disabilities Act
(ADA) of 1990 which prohibits disctimination against individuals with disabilities.

USE OF DOMESTIC PRODUCTS:

A. Section 39-3-1, Alabama Code, 1975, provides that the Service Conttractor agree, in
the execution of this Contract, to use materials, supplies and products manufactured,
mined, processed or otherwise produced in the United States ot its territoties, if
available at reasonable prices, and that breach of this Agreement by the Service
Contractor shall result in the assessment of liquidated damages in an amount not less
than $500.00 not mote than twenty (20) petcent of gross amount of the Contract
Price.

NON-RESIDENT (OUT OF STATE) SERVICE CONTRACTORS:

A. Preference to Resident Service Contractots: Section 39-3-5, Code of Alabama, 1975,
provides that a non-tesident (out of State) bidder domiciled in a state which grants a
pteference to local Service Contractors is to be awarded a public contract on the
same basis as the non-resident biddet's state awards contracts to Alabama bidders.
Alabama bidders ate given a preference to the same extent that a non-resident bidder
receives a preference in his home state. A non-resident bidder must include with any
written bid documents a written opinion of an attorney licensed to practice in the
non-resident bidder's state declaring what pteferences, if any, exists in the non-
resident's state.

B. Certificate of Authority: All non-resident (out of State) corporations must register
with the Secretary of State and obtain a Certificate of Authotity before doing
business in the State of Alabama. Out of state Bidders should register and secure the
required Certificate before submitting a Bid. The account number shall be included
on the Bid Form.

LOCAL PREFERENCE AWARDS
A. The City of Mobile awards contracts to the lowest tesponsible bidders in
competitive bidding processes prescribed by Alabama law. Section 41-16-50 of

Alabama Code allows the City to establish competitive bid preferences for local

businesses and certain other types of Alabama businesses. Hete’s how these

preferences work:

1) The Competitive Bid Law applies to the expenditure of funds for labor,
services, work, for the purchase of personal propetty with a value of $15,000
ot mote, and for the lease of petsonal propetty where the terms of the lease
tequite payment of $15,000 or more.

2) State law authortizes local preferences for acquisitions under the Competitive
Bid Law. Local preferences do not apply to contracts for improvements to
public property under the Public Works Law.

3) Resident Responsible Bidders- The City may award a bid to a responsible
bidder with a place of business within the City or its police jutisdiction if the
bid is no mote than 5% more than the lowest responsible bidder. The City may
apply the 5% preference when the apparent lowest responsible bidder
is located anywhere outside the City or its police jurisdiction.

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4) Foreign Entities- A foreign entity is a business that does not have a place of
business within the State.

5) Preference for Resident Responsible Bidders against Foreign Entities- The
City may awatd a bid to a responsible bidder with a place of business within
the city ot its police jurisdiction if the bid is not more than 10% mote than the
apparent lowest responsible bid submitted by a Foreign Entity.

6) Preference for Disadvantaged Businesses- The City may award a bid to a
“qualifying” responsible bidder with a place of business anywhere in the State
if the bid is not more than 10% more than the apparent lowest responsible bid
from a Foreign Entity. For putposes of this preference, a “qualifying”
responsible bidder is: (1)a woman-owned enterprise; (2) an enterprise of small
business, as defined in Section 25-10-3; (3) a minotity owned business
entetprise; (4) a veteran-owned business enterptise; or (5) 2 disadvantaged-owned
business enterprise.

B. Summary of Preferences:

Local business has a 5% price preference over a lowest bidder that has a place of

business in Alabama but not local to the City. Local business has a 10% ptice

preference over a lowest bidder that does not have a place of business

anywhere in Alabama. A small, woman-owned; minority-owned; veteran-owned;

or disadvantaged owned business, that has a place of business in Alabama, has a

10% preference over a lowest bidder that does not have a place of business in

Alabama.

C. City Discretion:

The City has the sole discretion whether to apply these preferences to a particular

bid award, and to determine whether a responsible bidder meets the preference

categoties described above.
D. “Place of Business™:

The City considets a “place of business” to be a specific location actually occupied,

either continually ot on a regular basis, by the owner or someone in the owner’s

employment. It should be a place where the public can engage in commercial
transactions, or regular, routine operations are conducted by employees in
furtherance of the business enterprise. An occasional use or occupation of a place
for business purposes is not sufficient to constitute a place of business. Mete
unimproved pieces of property used simply for storage, ot locations that serve
putposes ptimatily other than that single entity’s “place of business,” such as an
individual’s home or residence, or an agent’s or attorney’s office who may
tepresent multiple parties out of that specific location, do not qualify as a “place of
business” for these purposes.

“Owned” means 51% ot greater active ownership by a person or persons of the designated
preference category.

2012-491), requires that Service Contractots not violate federal immigration law or
knowingly employ, hire for employment, ot continue to employ an unauthorized
alien within the State of Alabama. In addition, Service Contractots are required to
enroll in the federal E-Verify program and submit verification of enrollment to the

City.

ANTI-BOYCOTT STATEMENT

Public contracts with entities engaging in certain boycott activities:

(a), Per State of Alabama Code, Section 41-16-5 (b), (Act No. 2016-312), subject

A.

The Contract Documents: The Contract Documents are enumetated in the Standard
Service Contract Agreement Between the City of Mobile and the Setvice Contractor
(hereinafter called the Agreement) and consist of the Bidding and Contract Requirements,
Specifications, Addenda issued priot to execution of the Contract, other documents listed in
the Agreement and Modifications issued after the execution of the Contract. A Modification
is a written amendment to the Contract signed by both parties.

The Contract: The Contract Documents form the Contract for Services. The
Contract represents the entire and integtated agreement between the parties
hereto and supersedes prior negotiations, representations, or agreements, either
written or oral. The Contract may be amended or modified only by a written
Modification.

The Wotk: The term “Work” means the setvices required by the Contract
Documents, whether completed ot pattially completed, and includes all other
labor, materials, equipment and services provided ot to be provided by the
Service Contractor to fulfill the Service Contractot’s obligations.

The Project Manual: The Project Manual is the comprehensive document
containing the Bidding and Contract Requirements, the Specifications and other
documents as listed.

The Bidding and Contract Requitements: The Bidding and Contract
Requirements ate that part of the Contract Documents consisting of the
Invitation to Bid, Instructions to bidders, Setvice Contractor’s Bid, Agreement,
Bonds, and General Conditions and other requirements listed in the Agreement.

The Specifications: The Specifications are that part of the Contract Documents
consisting of written requirements for Services including matetials, equipment,
systems, standards and workmanship for the Work, and petformance of related
services.

Correlation and Intent of the Contract Documents: The intent of the Contract
Documents is to include all items necessaty for the proper execution and
completion of the Work by the Setvice Contractor. The Contract Documents are
complimentary, and what is required by one shall be as binding as if required by
all; petformance by the Service Contractor shall be required only to the extent
consistent with the Contract Documents and reasonably infetable from them as
being necessary to produce the indicated results.

2 THE OWNER:

A.

The “Owner” is the City of Mobile, as identified in the Agreement and is referred to
throughout the Contract Documents as if singular in number. The Ownet’s designated
representative is the Building Services Department, Service Contract Administrator.

3. THE SERVICE CONTRACTOR:

A.

The Service Contractor is the person or entity identified as such in the
Agreement and is referred throughout the Contract Documents as if singular in
number. The Service Contractor shall be lawfully licensed in the City of Mobile
and the State of Alabama as required. The Service Contractor shall designate in
writing a representative who shall have exptess authority to bind the Service
Contractor with respect to all matters under this Contract. The term “Setvice
Contractor” means the Service Contractor or the Service Contractor’s authorized
tepresentative.

The Service Contractor shall perform the Work in accordance with the Contract
Documents.

Execution of the Contract by the Service Contractot is a representation that the Setvice
Contractor has visited the site(s), become generally familiar with local conditions under
which the Work is to be performed and cotrelated personal obsetvations with
requirements of the Contract Documents.

The Service Contractor shall be responsible to the Owner for acts and omissions of the
Service Contractor’s employees and their agents, and other persons or entities performing
pottions of the Work for, or on behalf of, the Service Contractor.

Unless otherwise provided in the Contract Documents, the Service Contractor shall
provide and pay for labor, materials, equipment, tools, transportation, and other facilities
and setvices necessary for propet execution and completion of the Work.

The Service Contractor’s technicians or workmen shall be qualified and have had
sufficient education, training and expetience to perform all Work propetly and
satisfactorily as presctibed in the Contract Documents.

The Service Contractor shall pay all applicable sales, consumer, use and similar taxes for
the Work provided by the Service Contractor that are legally enacted when bids ate
received or negotiations concluded, whether ot not yet effective or metely scheduled to
go into effect.

Unless otherwise provided in the Contract Documents, the Service Contractor shall
secure and pay for all applicable permits, fees, licenses, and inspections by government
agencies necessary for proper execution and completion of the Work that are customarily
secured after execution of the Contract and legally required at the time bids are received
ot negotiations concluded.

The Service Contractor shall perform the Work in accordance with the specified
schedules as listed in the Contract Documents.

The Service Contractor shall confine operations at the site to areas permitted by the City
of Mobile, facility director ot building manager, and shall not unteasonably encumber the
site with matetials or equipment.

The Setvice Contractor shall keep the premises and surrounding area free from
accumulation of waste materials or rubbish caused by operations under the Contract. At
completion of the Work, the Service Contractor shall remove all waste materials, rubbish,
tools, equipment and surplus materials from and about the site. If the Service Contractor
fails to clean up as provided in the Contract Documents, the Owner may do so and Owner
shall be entitled to reimbursement from the Service Contractot.

To the fullest extent permitted by law the Service Contractor shall indemnify and hold
harmless the City of Mobile, it’s agents and employees from and against claims, damages,
losses and expenses, including but not limited to attorneys’ fees, atising out of or resulting
from performance of the Work, provided that such claim, damage, loss ot expense is
attributable to bodily injury, sickness, disease or death, ot to injury to or destruction of
tangible property (other than the Work itself), but only to the extent caused by the negligent
acts or omissions of the Service Contractot, anyone ditectly or indirectly employed by him
or anyone for whose acts he may be liable, regatdless of whether or not such claim, damage,
loss ot expense is caused in part by a party indemnified hereunder. Such obligation shall not
be construed to negate, abridge, ot reduce other rights or obligations of indemnity which
would otherwise exist as to a patty ot petson described in this Section. In claims against any
person ot entity indemnified by an employee of the Setvice Contractor anyone directly or
indirectly employed by them or anyone for whose acts they may be liable, the
indemnification obligation shall not be limited by a limitation on amount or type of
damages, compensation or benefits payable by or for the Service Contractor under workets’
compensation acts, disability benefit acts or other employee benefit acts.

Additionally, the City of Mobile reserves the rights to have any of Service Contractor’s
employees removed, batred, and/or restricted from the facility and request the immediate
teplacement as needed during the term of this Agreement.

4. CHANGES IN THE WORK:

A.

Changes in the Work may be accomplished after execution of the Contract, and without
invalidating the Conttact, by a written modification based upon agreement between the
City and the Service Contractot.

Changes in the Work shall be petformed under applicable provisions of the
Contract Documents, and the Service Contractor shall proceed promptly, unless
otherwise ditected.

5. SCHEDULE:

A.

STARTING WORK: The date of commencement of the Contract is the date established
in a written Notice to Proceed. No Work shall commence and no materials shall be
ordered before the Notice to Proceed has been issued.

The term “day” as used in the Contract Documents shall mean calendar day unless
otherwise specifically defined.

CONTRACT SUM: The Contract Sum is stated in the Agreement and, including
authotized adjustments, is the total amount payable by the City to the Service Contractor
for petformance of the Work under the Contract Documents.

SCHEDULE OF VALUES: The Schedule of Values allocating the entire Contract Sum
to the various portions of the Wotk, shall be used as a basis for reviewing the Service
Contractor’s Invoices for Payment.

METHOD OF PAYMENT: The City shall pay the Setvice Contractor on the account of
the Contract as follows:
1) Payments shall be made monthly, upon completion of work, as specified.

7. SAFETY:

A.

The Setvice Contractor shall be responsible for initiating, maintaining and supetvising all
safety precautions and programs in connection with the performance of the Contract.

The Setvice Contractor shall comply with all Federal, State and Local law regarding safety
including the requirements of the Occupational Safety and Health Act of 1970, Public Law
#91-596, latest revision. Service Contractor shall take all other reasonable precautions for
safety of, and shall provide reasonable protection to prevent damage, injury or loss to:

1) employees on the Work and other persons who may be affected thereby;

2) the Work and materials and equipment to be incorporated therein;

3) other propetty at the site or adjacent thereto.

The Service Contractor shall comply with and give notices required by applicable laws,
statutes, ordinances, codes, rules and regulations, and lawful orders of public authorities
beating safety of persons or propetty of their protection from damage, injury ot loss.

The notice shall provide sufficient
detail to enable the other party to investigate the matter.

The Service Contractor is responsible for compliance with any requitements included in the
Contract Documents regarding hazardous materials. If the Service Contractor encounters a
hazardous matetial or substance not addressed in the Contract Documents and if reasonable
precautions will be inadequate to prevent foreseeable bodily injury or death to persons
resulting from a material or substance, including but not limited to asbestos ot
polychlorinated biphenyl (PCB), encountered on the site by the Service Contractor, the

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Service Contractor shall, upon recognizing the condition, immediately stop Work in the
affected area and repott the condition to the City in writing.

F. In an emergency affecting safety of persons or property, the Service Contractor shall act, at
the Service Contractor’s discretion, to prevent threatened damage, injury ot loss.

8. INSURANCE:

A. The Service Contractor shall purchase from and maintain in a company or companies
lawfully authorized to do business in the jurisdiction in which the Work is located such
insurance as will protect the Service Contractor from claims set forth below which may arise
out of or result from the Setvice Contractor’s operations and completed operations undet
the Contract and for which the Service Contractor may be legally liable, whether such
opetations be by the Setvice Contractor or by anyone directly or indirectly employed by any
of them, or by anyone for whose acts any of them may be liable:

1) Claims under workets’ compensation, disability benefit and other
similar employee benefit acts that are applicable to the Work to be performed

2) Claims for damages because of bodily injury, occupational sickness ot disease, or
death of any person other than the Setvice Contractor’s employees;

minimum amounts as indicated. The Service Contractor shall also carry for
himself insurance for all non-owned and hired automobile at the limits of

C. Cettificates of insurance acceptable to the Owner shall be filed with the Owner at the time
of signing of the Contract, and thereafter upon renewal or replacement of each required
policy of insurance. These certificates and the insurance policies required by this Section
shall contain a provision that coverage afforded under the policies will not be canceled ot
allowed to expite until at least 30 days’ prior written notice has been given to the Owner.

Such certificates of insurance shall state that thirty (30) days advance written notice will be
given in the event of cancellation or matetial change in the coverage.

Surety Qualifications: All insurance must be furnished by a Surety licensed to do business in
the State of Alabama, must be signed or countersigned by a Licensed Resident Agent of the
State of Alabama, and if bid price exceeds $50,000 have a minimum rating of A/Class VI as
reported in the latest issue of Best's key Rating Guide Property-Casualty.

The insurance required by Section 2. shall be written for not less than limits of liability
specified ot tequired by law, whichever coverage is greater. Coverage, whether written on an
occutrence or claims-made basis, shall be maintained without interruption from the date of
commencement of the Work until completion of the Contract.

The Service Contractor shall cause the commercial liability coverage required by the
Contract Documents to include (1) the Ownet, as an additional insured for claims caused in
whole or in part by the Service Contractor’s negligent acts or omissions during the Service
Contractot’s operations; and (2) the Owner as an additional insured for claims caused in
whole or in part by the Setvice Contractor’s negligent acts o omissions during the Service
Contractot’s completed operations.

9. MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS:

The Contract shall be governed by the laws of the State of Alabama.

The Owner and Service Contractor respectively bind themselves, their pattners, successors,
assigns and legal representatives to covenants, agteements and obligations contained in the
Contract Documents. Neither party to the Contract shall assign the Contract as a whole
without written consent of the other. If either party attempts to make such an assignment
without such consent, that party shall nevertheless remain legally tesponsible for all
obligations under the Contract.

No assignment of the Contract shall be made without the written permission of Surety
providing bonding and the City of Mobile.

Duties and obligations imposed by the Contract Documents and rights and remedies
available thereunder shall be in addition to and not a limitation of duties, obligations, rights
and remedies otherwise imposed or available by law.

No action ot failure to act by the Owner or Setvice Contractor shall constitute a
waiver of a right or duty afforded them under the Contract, nor shall such action
ot failute to act constitute approval of ot acquiescence in a breach there undert,
except as may be specifically agreed in writing.

Inspections and approvals of portions of the Work shall be made as

tequited by the Contract Documents. The Service Contractor shall give the Owner timely
notice of when and where Inspections ate to be made so that the Service Contract
Administrator or other City personnel may be present for such procedutes.

Required inspection reports along with approvals shall, unless
otherwise required by the Contract Documents, be delivered to the Ownet with Invoices for
Payment.

3) repeatedly disregards applicable laws, statutes, ordinances, codes, rules and

When any of the above reasons exist, the Owner, upon determination that sufficient cause
exists to justify such action, may without prejudice to any other rights or remedies of the
Owner and after giving the Setvice Contractor and the Service Contractot’s sutety, if any,
seven (7) days’ written notice, withhold payments and terminate the Contract.

The Owner may, at any time, terminate the Contract for the Owner’s convenience and
without cause upon thirty (30) days written notice.

In case of such termination for cause or for the Owner’s convenience, the Service
Contractor shall be entitled to receive payment for Wotk executed, and costs incurted. The
Owner shall not make payment for profit or damages as a result of such termination.

Claim is 2 demand or assertion by one of the parties seeking, as a matter of right, payment
of money, or other relief with respect to the terms of the Contract. The term "Claim" also
includes other disputes and matters in question between the Owner and Service Contractor
arising out of ot relating to the Contract. The responsibility to substantiate Claims shall rest
with the patty making the Claim.

Claims by either the Owner or Service Contractor must be initiated within 21 days after
occurrence of the event giving tise to such Claim or within 21 days after the claimant acting
with due diligence, reasonable should have first recognized the condition giving rise to the
Claim, whichever is later. Claims must be initiated by written notice to the Service
Contractor and the other party.

In the event of a Claim against the Setvice Contractor, the Owner may, but is not obligated
to, notify the sutety, if any, of the nature and amount of the Claim. If the Claim relates to a
possibility of a Setvice Contractor’s default, the Owner may, but is not obligated to, notify
the surety and request the surety’s assistance in resolving the controversy.

Claims, disputes, ot other matters in controversy atising out of or related to the Contract
shall be subject to litigation.

Description of Scope of Work.

1.1.1 Wotk to be performed by Setvice Contractor under this Agreement shall consist of
furnishing all labot, matetials, tools, insurance, and equipment for the complete setvice and
preventative maintenance repairs of all City of Mobile elevatots and escalators as listed in
Exhibit A - Locations, and as required for the continuous and efficient opetation of
elevators in accordance within the terms of this Contract.

Cootdination

1.2.1 Cootdinate all work with the City of Mobile, Building Service Depattment, Service
Contract Administrator or other Building Service Department authorized reptesentative
(hereafter referred to as Setvice Contract Administrator). A minimum of forty-eight (48)
hours advance notice of inspection and repairs shall be given.

1.2.2 All Wotk shall be scheduled to minimize the disturbance and interruption of elevator
setvice to the individual department and general public.

1.2.3 At the beginning of each yearly contract period, the Service Contractor shall submit a
proposed monthly setvice schedule, with suggested dates and times for each
elevator/facility, to the Service Contract Administratot.

1.3.3 Service Contractor shall have a branch office located within the Mobile, Alabama
metropolitan area (Mobile or Baldwin Counties) staffed by a technician or technicians as
specified under 1.3.1 above, with the ability to respond to an emergency call.

1.4.1 Inspection/Setvice Reports:
A. At the completion of each service call, the Service Contract technician shall
complete an inspection/setvice report indicating all items inspected, items repaired,
items requiring a follow up inspection ot repait, and any item requiring setvice that is
not covered under the terms of this Contract.

d) Hydraulic system accessoties: Exposed piping, fittings accessories
between the pumping unit and the jack, jack packing, hydraulic fluid, and any
heating ot cooling elements installed by the otiginal equipment manufacturer
(“OEM”) for controlling fluid temperature.

e) Car equipment: All elevator control system components on the car.

f) Wiring: All elevator control witing and all power wiring from the elevator
equipment input terminals to the motot.

g) Hoistway and pit equipment: All elevator control equipment and
buffers.

h) Rails and guides: Guide rails, guide shoe gibs, and rollets.

i) Door equipment: Automatic door operators, hoistway and car door
hangers, hoistway and car door contacts, door protective devices, hoistway
door intetlocks, doot gibs, and auxiliary door closing devices.

j) Manual freight door equipment: Switches, retiting cams, intetlocks,
guide shoes, sheaves, rollers, chains, sprockets, tensioning devices, and
countetbalancing equipment.

k) Power freight door equipment: Controller, relays, contractors, rectifiers,
timets, tesistors, solid state components, doot motors, retiring cams,
interlocks, switches, guide shoes, sheaves, rollers, chains, sprockets, and
tensioning devices.

1) Signals and accessories

Car operating panels, hall push button stations, hall lanterns, emergency
lighting, car and hall position indicators, car operating panels, fireman’s
service equipment, all other signals, and accessory facilities furnished and
installed as an integral part of the elevator equipment, and re-lamping of
signal fixtures.

2. Traction Elevators
a) Relay logic control system: All control system components.

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b) Microprocessor control system: All control system components.
System performance examinations will be conducted to ensure that
dispatching and motion conttol system are operating properly.

c) Geared/gearless machines: All geared and gearless machine
components.

d) Ropes: Hoist ropes, govetnor ropes, and compensation ropes.
e) Car equipment: All elevator control system components on the car.

f) Witing: All elevator control wiring and all power wiring from the elevator
equipment input terminals to the motot.

g) Hoistway and pit equipment: All clevator control equipment, car and
counterweight buffers, overspeed governors, governor tension sheave
assemblies, and car and counterweight safeties.

h) Rails and guides: Guide rails, guide shoe gibs, and rollers.

i) Door equipment: Automatic door operators, hoistway and car door
hangers, hoistway and car door contacts, doot protective devices, hoistway
door interlocks, door gibs, and auxiliary door closing devices.

j) Manual freight doot equipment: Switches, retiring cams, interlocks,
guide shoes, sheaves, rollers, chains, sprockets, tensioning devices, and
counterbalancing equipment.

k) Power freight door equipment: Controller, relays, contractors, rectifiets,
timets, resistors, solid state components, door motors, retiring cams,
interlocks, switches, guide shoes, sheaves, rollers, chains, sprockets, and
tensioning devices.

1) Signals and accessories

Car operating panels, hall push button stations, hall lanterns, emergency
lighting, cat and hall position indicators, car operating panels, fireman’s
setvice equipment, all other signals, and accessory facilities furnished and
installed as an integral part of the elevator equipment, and re-lamping of
signal fixtures.

3. Escalators
a) Check the general operation of the escalator, adjust and lubricate the
components listed below:
1) All control system components.
2) All drive machine components, the gear case should be drained and
flushed as needed to remove sediment and grit and refilled with new
oil.

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3) All control wiring and all power witing from the equipment input
terminals to the motor.

4) Handrail and all handrail drive components.

5) Missing step detector, handrail speed detector, handrail inlet switches,
step up thrust inlet switches, combplate impact device, skirt switches,
pit and motor stop switches, access cover switches, out-of-level step
switches, emergency stop and inspection switches, alarm on the stop
switch cover, broken step chain switches, key start switches, and
brake temperature switch.

6) All step chains, guidance and alignment components and
demarcation lights. Balustrades and decks should be examined and
aligned, adjusted and fastened as needed.

4. Handicapped Lift / Other

a) Oil and lubricate every six months to insure smooth and quiet operation.

C. Components NOT covered under 1.5.3, B., above: If the Service Contractor
determines that there are patts or equipment needing repair or replacement that are
NOT covered under the terms of this Contract, the Service Contractor shall provide the
Service Contract Administrator with a list of patts, equipment and/or service required.
Service Contract Administrator shall make provisions to obtain the necessaty
patts/equipment and/or authorize service in accordance with City of Mobile Purchasing
and State of Alabama Bid Law requirements.

D. All defective components covered under the terms of this Contract shall be repaired
ot replaced as required, with minimum delay and inconvenience to the individual

department or the general public.

E. All defective components to be replaced by Setvice Contractor shall be inspected by
the Service Contract Administrator prior to being removed from the work site.

1.5.4 Testing:
A. Setvice Contractor shall test monthly for proper operation of all safety features of

elevators, including Fire Depattment service and othet special controls.

B. Service Contractor shall test annually for the following:
1. Examine all safety devices and governots.

2. Electrically test the car balance.
3. Test elevator speed.

4. Petform a load test of the safety mechanisms, overhead speed governors and
counterweight buffers.

5. Test emetrgency phone for monitot.
C. The testing of safeties on all traction elevators shall be in accordance with Rule 1001-

4A of the American National Standard Safety Code (ANSI, A17-1-2971).

1.5.5. Basic Performance Requirements:

A. Electric elevators shall be adjusted to meet established performance standards and
Service Contractor shall maintain these standatds throughout the performance petiod of the
Contract.

Additional Services
1.6.1 Additional services will include services which are supplemental to those listed above.

2. EXCLUSIONS FROM SCHEDULED MAINTENANCE SERVICES

Scheduled Maintenance Services shall not include the maintenance, repait, or replacement of

the following:
2.1.1 Elevator car enclosures, host way enclosutes, host way door panels, frames and sills,

and lighting.
2.1.2 Hydraulic elevator buried cylinders and piping.
2.1.3 Damage caused by acts of God ot obvious abuse such as “Vandalism”.

2.1.4 Obsolete parts/components which are no longer available. Setvice Contractor shall
make every reasonable effort to repair or replace the obsolete part-component. Service
Contractor shall notify the Service Contract Administrator, in writing, of an obsolete
patt/component, describing the reason for the obsolescence declaration and the
tecommended remedy. Without the obsolescence declaration by the Service Conttactor, and
approval of the Service Contract Administrator, the part/component will remain the full
responsibility of the Service Contractot.

3. PERFORMANCE OF CONTRACTOR

3.2

General

3.1.1 All work shall be petformed in timely, neat, and ordetly manner by skilled and
certified/competent elevator/escalator workers. The Owner may refuse to accept wotk or
workers who do not meet these standards. Service Contractor shall be responsible for any
damage caused by its operations and shall repait ot replace said damage, as directed by the
Owner, within a reasonable time.

Down Time

3.2.1 If an elevator ot escalator is inoperative for mote than fifteen (15) minutes, Service
Contractor shall post at each entrance a neat and cleatly legible sign indicating that the
equipment is inoperable with an “estimated time” that the elevator or escalator will be
returned to service. All scheduled down time shall be presented to the Owner for approval a
minimum of forty-eight (48) hours prior to shut down.

3.9.2 Unscheduled down time shall be minimized. Service Contractot shall make every effort

to bring elevators on-line as quickly as possible. The Owner estimates that the most severe

elevator/escalator malfunction will be three (3) days of down time. Outages fot routine
failures shall be rectified on the same business day as reported by the Owner.

3.2.3 Immediately upon returning an elevator or escalator to service, the technician shall
contact the Service Contract Administrator to inform them that the unit is back in service.

Callbacks

3.3.1 Service Contractor shall provide prompt setvice in the event of improper functioning
of elevators twenty-four (24) hours per day, seven (7) days per week. Call backs performed
during regular setvice hours as described in 3.4, below, shall be petformed at “NO
CHARGE?” to the Owner.

3.3.2 In the event of an emergency call where actual or imminent physical or psychological
damage to the user of the elevator, Setvice Contractor shall respond within twenty (20)
minutes of placement of the call by the Ownet.

3.3.3 In the event of non-emergency calls, Service Contractor shall ptovide service within
one and one half (1 ) hours of placement of the call by the Owner. Upon apptoval by the
Service Contract Administrator, additional time may be allowed.

3.3.4 Call backs for which the elevator or escalator is running upon atrival of the Service
Contractor, and for which the Service Contractot is unable to determine a cause of failure
shall be at “NO CHARGE?” to the Ownet.

3.3.5 In the event of a Call Back to the Mobile, Alabama Cruise Terminal (201 South Water
Street, Mobile, AL 36602), Service Contractor shall be on-site no later than One (1) hour
aftet notification by Owner.

Hours of Wotk

3.4.1 The Owner shall not prohibit Service Contractor from performing wotk hetein during
a normal work day. For the purpose of this provision a “normal work day” is defined as
Monday through Friday, 8:00am to 5:00pm. If access is necessary at other times due to
Owner requirements, the Service Contractor shall atrange a time with the Service Contract
Administrator that is acceptable with the City Depattment in the facility whete the elevator is
located.

3.4.2 Overtime calls ARE NOT included in this Agreement. If an emergency ot other
unforeseeable situation should atise, or if Owner directs scheduled maintenance to be
petformed before 8:00 a.m. or after 5:00 p.m., Monday through Friday, or on weekends or
holidays, the Service Contractor shall absotb the regular time pottion of each overtime hour
wotked. The Owner will be charged only for the difference between the regular houtly
billing rate and the overtime billing rate applicable for each overtime hour worked, n
accordance with the regular and overtime billing rates as listed in the Agreement. If the
Setvice Contractor “elects” to work overtime hours, no additional compensation will be paid
by the Owner.

3.4.3 For purposes of scheduling service calls and establishing applicable overtime, the
Setvice Contractor shall provide a list of the Service Contractot’s declared holidays.

Maintenance Schedule

4.1.1 Setvice Contractor shall submit for approval by Owner, a proposed maintenance
schedule within ten (10) days after award of the Contract. The maintenance schedule shall
include all buildings covered under this Contract and shall specify dates of service to assure
adequate planning and execution of the Work in this section.

4.1.2 The Setrvice Contract Administrator shall review the maintenance schedule with the
approptiate City departments and revise as required. All regular maintenance wortk shall be n
accordance with the approved schedule. Any change shall be approved in advance by the
Service Contract Administratot.

4.1.3 The wotk schedule shall be designed for each type of equipment to be serviced, such as
hydraulic elevators, electric elevators/escalators, lifts, and shall conform to the
manufacturer’s recommended practice for the specific equipment concerned. The schedule
shall show the type and frequency of service and lubrication ptroposed by the Service
Contractor for the duration of the Contract.

4.1.4 Service Contractor shall keep the work schedule on display in each equipment room
and petform regular maintenance setvice in accordance therewith. The posted schedule shall
be of the chart type which shall be initialed by the Service Contractor when each
scheduled inspection is performed.

Submittals

4.2.1. Inspection/Setvice Reports: At the completion of each service call, the service contract
technician shall complete an inspection/setvice report indicating all items inspected, items
repaired, items requiting a follow up inspection or repait, and any item requiting service that
is not covered under the tetms of this Contract. ALL such reports shall be approved and
signed by the Service Contract Administrator. All invoices for payment shall include a copy
of all Inspection/Service Reports covered under that invoice.

4.2.2 The Setvice Contractor shall immediately notify the Setvice Contract Administratot if
any deficiency is obsetved, whether covered undet this Contract or not, that could endanger
life or result in 2 malfunction of equipment.

Witing and Construction Drawings

4.3.1 All changes in wiring or circuitry made by Service Contractor shall be propetly
recorded on a “Wiring and Construction drawing” supplied by the Owner, and shall include
date of change and the name of person making changes.

5. STOCK OF MATERIALS

5.1

On-Site Stock
5.1.1 Service Contractor shall maintain in each machine room an adequate supply of
contacts, switch parts, coils, conductors, springs, holdets, resistors, relays, lamps, condensers,
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tubes, transformers, car and hall buttons, fuses, and  other parts which are required for
ptompt replacement, together with an adequate supply of lubricants and wiping rags.

5.2 Off-Site Stock
5.2.1 In addition, Service Contractor shall maintain in Setvice Contractor’s local facility, the
following items.

One (1) set of motor brushes and holdets for each type of motor and generator.
One (1) door operatot motor of each elevator type used.

Hanger sheaves for car and host way doots.

Two (2) complete door interlocks.

One (1) set of generator beatings for each type of generator.

One (1) set of brake linings for each type of elevator brake.

Parts for doot protective devices.

All other parts as needed to assure prompt replacement in the event of the shutdown
of any elevator or escalator.

The Owner reserves the right to inspect Setvice Contractor’s inventory if Owner deems such
inspection is necessaty.

MONITORING

6.1 Service Contractor shall provide 24 hour per day, seven days a week monitoting of all elevator
emergency telephones. Upon receiving an emetgency call, Service Contractot shall immediately
dispatch service technician and contact Service Contract Administrator or other designated City
petsonnel.

CLEANING
7.1 At the completion of maintenance work, the Service Conttactor shall remove all patts,
equipment, tools, and debris, and leave work areas clean.

GENERAL REQUIREMENTS

8.1 Contractor agrees that in the event that its failure to complete required repaits results  in
chatges to the Owner for additional inspections by State of Alabama Elevator Inspector, Setvice
Contractot shall be obligated to pay such charges and City shall have the right to deduct such
charges from amounts otherwise owing to Setvice Contractor.
